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In a perfect world, things would go the way we plan. We don’t live in a perfect world, but there is still much to be said for planning. When you plan, you are so far ahead of the game because you actually have a vision in mind. In Sean Covey’s book, The 7 habits of highly effective Teens, we find that the one habit that helps people stay on top of their game is to think with the end in mind. When you think with the end in mind, you know what you are shooting for; you have direction. Positive visualization is an excellent technique that helps people get things done.

With this in mind it is time to think with the end in mind. Can you see the end—June 2016, the cap, the gown? 

Your assignment is to write your graduation speech. Write it as you see how it will happen, how you want it to happen. What do you envision for yourself? You are to begin your first of many drafts today. You will give your speech next class period. This will be an ongoing assignment and we will adjust it accordingly throughout the year.

· Your thanks and appreciation

· Accomplishments (past and during the year, make predictions)

· Memories, reflections, stories, etc.

· Thoughts for the future (goals, dreams, etc.)
