Overview      You must always have (at least) a book you are reading on your own                


outside of class. I usually have a few books going at the same time, on top of all the magazines and other reading material I go through weekly. Reading is a very important part of this class, and will significantly affect your grade and performance. Daily reading will not only help you become a stronger reader, but move you toward becoming a lifelong reader.

Guidelines    

· You must finish at least one book (or equivalent of 300 pages) this quarter.

· Class texts do not qualify, nor do previously assigned books (such Catcher      
          in the rye, Great Gatsby, Night, Lord Of the flies, etc.)
· Unless otherwise specified you are free to choose your books.

· Keep your book with you at all times

· Read 20 minutes each day (We will have an SSR time set up in our class)

· Choose PR books appropriate for your age, interests, and reading ability.
Performance Standards

  To successfully complete this requirement you must:

· Read 600-1,000 pages by the school year’s end.

· Update weekly a reading log in your Notebook
· Write a 1-2 page reflective response or reading evaluation that is not a summary. 
· Choose books on your own that interest and challenge you.
· You will need to find a book for our SSR time.

· It is your responsibility to get your book. I do have a few but they may not interest you.

· The public library (Sunnyside Library on Kings Canyon and Clovis), SHS Library, bookstores, friends, other teachers are great resources for books.

· You will get points for this, but the rewards are much greater.

· You will keep an very informal reader’s response section in your notebook
